· Be played at the Village Green complex on fields 4 and 5, as well as at Newton Park on 

field 2 (see attached maps). 
· Have tents set up between the two fields at Village Green that will house the check in/ 

scheduling/scorekeeping functions.  In addition, there will be concessions at this location, 
including grilled items, drinks, and snacks.  

 
If you are not familiar with Village Green and Newton, the fields are in great shape, but there are 
not a lot of bleacher areas or shade near the fields, so you will want to remind your parents to 
bring chairs, sunscreen, and perhaps an umbrella.  There are also plenty of businesses within a 
mile of the complex for any necessities that you may need.

From I-355, exit either at 
Butterfield Road or Roosevelt 
Road and head WEST to 
Lambert Road. 
 
From Butterfield, turn RIGHT 
(NORTH) onto Lambert and 
proceed about 1½ to 2 miles 
(past College of DuPage). 
 
From Roosevelt, turn LEFT 
(SOUTH) onto Lambert and 
proceed about a ¼ of a mile. 
 
Village Green is on the WEST 
side of Lambert.  When 
entering the complex, head left 
into the parking lot to fields 4 
and 5. 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

NEWTON PARK 
 
Newton Park is located northeast of Village Green, about a ¼ of a mile north of 
Roosevelt Road on Fairview Avenue. 
 
From I-355, exit at Roosevelt Road and head WEST to Park Blvd.  Turn RIGHT 
(NORTH) onto Park and proceed to the first stop sign, which is Fairview.  Turn 
RIGHT (EAST) onto Fairview and proceed to the far eastern end of Newton Park 
(just past the tennis courts) where you’ll find the parking lot.  Field 2 is in the far 
southeast corner of the park.
